	Relevant work experience and how it relates to Toastmasters and your role as a District officer: I have a long background of being a subject matter expert in SAP and BST Global Project Management systems. As a subject matter expert, I was tasked with providing training and support to users of all levels. During the conversion process from an outdated system to a new system, I often encountered users who were unhappy by the change in system. My ability to coach people into accepting inevitable change has been part of my success as a leader in Toastmasters. As a District Officer, I know I will face the same challenges and will be able to use my skills as a change leader in the corporate environment to fully listen to and address our members' concerns, while also articulating why change is necessary.
	What experience do you have in strategic planning: Systems conversions involves extensive strategic planning. Not only do you have to work with outside resources to implement the software, you need to work with key stakeholders throughout the organization to be sure you are addressing all aspects of the business. Its important to analyze HOW various users will interact with the system and if the software will continue to meet the needs of the end user and the business. Within Toastmasters, I assisted in chartering Let's Say Anything and, by meeting with my fellow club 
officers and creating a Distinguished Club Plan, successfully achieved Select Distinguished within the first year. 
	What experience do you have in the area of finance: My job as a Contracts Specialist frequently places me in the Accounting Department of a company. I have extensive experience in creating and managing project budgets and assisting with complicated Federal Government rules regarding invoicing and disbursement of government funds. 
	What experience do you have in developing procedures: I wrote a policy and procedure manual for the BST Global Project Management system specific to one company. When developing procedures, it is critical to first identify the need or the problem that needs to be overcome. Once that is defined, gather information that is relevant to both the process and the end user and draft the policy. Draft(s) are reviewed by key stakeholders and revised as appropriate before a final draft is issued. 
	What lessons did you learn from previous leadership positions: The most important lesson I learned is to have a strong and enthusiastic team. It takes a team to accomplish many goals in Toastmasters, including events like contests. Delegation is also important. As Division Director, it was critical for me to rely on my Area Directors to communicate key deadlines to clubs, to conduct their club visits, and to be the point of contact between the District leadership and the club leaders. 
	Why do you want to serve as a district officer: I didn't initially join Toastmasters to be a leader. However, Toastmasters has developed my heart for leadership. I enjoy mentoring our members to get the most out of their Toastmasters experience. I was tapped on the shoulder by the leaders who came before me who "saw something in me." I've been guided and mentored along the way and I feel ready to take this next step in leadership as Club Growth Director. I'm excited by the prospect of helping our existing clubs be as successful as possible and in chartering new clubs that expose new members to the benefits of Toastmasters. I have Toastmasters change lives and I'm honored to be considered for a leadership role in this organization.
	In your opinion what are the district missions major objectives and how would you work to achieve them: The Club Growth Director role is perfectly positioned to achieve the District Mission - to build new clubs and support all clubs in achieving excellence.
